Monroe County Township Trustees
Township Trustees provide assistance with
basic necessities like food, clothing, utility
bills, shelter, and medical expenses. To get
assistance, you need to live in the township,
apply for SNAP or other benefits, have
income under the poverty level (with some
exceptions), and show your expenses exceed
your income. Call to find out if you qualify.
