If you are over 60 years old and meet income
guidelines, you may qualify to get a monthly
box of food providing protein, calcium, iron,
and vitamins.

Federal SNAP Benefits
You and your family may be eligible to
receive SNAP benefits (formerly known as
food stamps). Only 60% of eligible people
take advantage of this program. Even if you
have a job, you may qualify.
